Volunteer days/times available

1. Friday Set-Up  Various tasks to prepare with Saturday opening.

2. Morning Set-up   Help artists who need assistance unloading artwork and transporting it to assigned space. Assist festival staff as needed for general event set-up.

3. Parking Lot Monitors  Direct general traffic to public parking and away from authorized parking areas restricted to municipal vehicles. General assistance as needed.

4. Volunteer/Artist Lounge (Town Hall)   First point of contact for volunteers, artists and performers.  Monitor snacks and refreshments, watch over artist/volunteer personal belongings, and perform general host duties.  

5. Roving Host Roam artist booth area to offer assistance to artists.  Hosts may be asked to “booth sit” while artists take a break, bring water or purchase food for artists, and provide general assistance as needed.   
6. Kidland  Ongoing activities for children and families will occur in a single designated area. Volunteers help supervise children with various art, music and other activities. 

7. Workshops/Demonstrations  Artist workshops and demonstrations for youth and adults will take place inside the Marquee.  Volunteers help artists or craftspeople work with guests on various activities, assist with set-up, and generally are available as needed.

8. Performance Stages  Volunteers assist staff and performers as necessary. Tasks may 
include crowd management or helping with props and equipment.  Volunteers with experience with sound systems also needed.

9. Interactive Art   Volunteers will assist guests with a simple community art project.

10. Maintenance Oversight  Volunteers will be the “eyes and ears” of the festival by patrolling the various locations, noting any problems that may arise and monitoring trash receptacles. 

11. Visitor Survey  Help survey visitors by asking  them a few simple questions.

12. Sunday Tear-Down  Various tasks from assisting artists to clean-up.

13. As Needed  Volunteers assist as needed.
